


The Govt. has also introduced a scheme of Contingency Plan under rule
15 of the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities)
Rules, 1995 to victims of atrocities. Under the plan following steps has been
taken:-
(a) Relief ~ under the Madhya Pradesh Contingency Plan Rule 7 provision
contained under the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) Rules, 1995, 2319victims had been provided relief of Rs.511,12,221
during the year 1997.
(b) -Social Rehabilitation- under the Contingency Plan Govt. of Madhya Pradesh
has provided following relief during the year 1997.

Govt. of Madhya Pradesh has appointed 46 Dy. Supdt. of Police under
Rule 7 of the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) Rules, 1995 as Investigation Officers.

Govt. of Madhya Pradesh has set up Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes Protection of Civil Rights Cell under the charge of Additional Inspector
General of Police. Under this cell 46 Special Thanas have been established.
They are located at Morena, Panna, Bilaspur, Raipur, Jabalpur, Ujjain, Gwaliar,
Bhopal, Indore, Dhar, Khargone, Dewas, Mundsour, Shajapur, Surguja,
Narsinghpur, Sagar, Chhatarpur, Rewa, Satna, Durg, Shahdal, Guna, Bhind,
Bastar, Raigarh, Vidisa, Raisen, Jabua, Khandwa,; Ratlam, Chhmdwara, Balaghat,
Seoni, Mandala, Raigarh, Damoh Tikamagarh, Sidhi, Rajanandgaon, Dantewara,
Shivpuri, Datia, Sehore, Hoslangabad and Betul. -

“Under Rule, 9 of the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Rules 1995 the Govt. of Madhya Pradesh has appointed
Commissioner, Scheduled Castes Development Bhopal as nodal officer. The
meeting of nodal officer was held on 16.5.1997, 29.8.97 and 23.12.97 to review
the working of the Act.
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The Govt. of Madhya Pradesh has appointed a Special Officer as per
provision contained rule-10 of the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Rules, 1995.

State Govt. has set up high power State Level Monitoring and Vigilance
Committee under the chairmanship of the Chief Minister. The first meeting of
the the Committee has been held on 23.4.1997. District level Committees have
been also set up in 45 districts.  Govt. is taking steps for periodical survey
through NGOs.  Atrocities Prone Areas have been identified in the State.
-Various awards i.e Dr. Ambedkar Award, Governor Award, Chief Minister award,
Kasturba Gandhi Award, K.M.Rustumgji award, have been given to Police
Officials, Women and Child and other Social Workers for prevention of atrocities.
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
